The history: David Giambri’s
great-uncle James started the
chocolate business in Philadelphia
in 1915. In the 1960s, Giambri’s
father moved the candy store to
Collingswood and, in 1972, to
Clementon. In 1988, Giambri took
over the business. His brother
Anthony operates a retail candy
store in Washington Township.
The candies sold at the
Gloucester County spot are the
same as those made and sold in
Clementon.

The particulars: An 8-ounce bag of
milk, dark or white chocolate
pretzels sells for $5.25. A 1-pound
bag is $11. The Clementon shop is
at 26 Brand Ave.
